Math Summer Work IXL

Dear Parents -

Experts from top universities and elsewhere say most students, regardless of family income or background,
lose over two months of the math computational skills that they learned during the school year over the
summetr. These findings suggest the obvious, children lose math ability when they don’t use it.

This summer, to prevent this learning loss, keep the students’” math computational skills sharp, and to reinforce
the skills that they learned in 4™ grade, we will be using an interactive website math program - IXL. Itis our
hope that this will help all of our students enter their next math course well prepared and ready to go!

Over the summer, students are expected to complete 5 hours of math skills practice within IXL. My hope is
that the review will take place over the entire summer rather than during the last few days before we return to
school. All work should be completed between the first and last day of summer vacation. Work completed
after this deadline, although great, WILL NOT be counted towards your child’s grade. | would suggest
students complete 2.5 hours of IXL in July and 2.5 hours in August or approximately 40 minutes per week. If
you do not have a home computer, we encourage you to visit a local library or partner with a friend with
internet access.

The summer assignment will be graded based on the amount of time spent actively working on IXL and it will
be counted as a 100 point quiz grade. Each hour fully completed is worth 20 points.

Students are also expected to have all their multiplication facts up to 12 memorized by the time they enter 5th
grade. The students will be tested on this in September. If your child does not have these memorized they
should be practicing with flashcards for about 10 minutes a day until they know them. They can also use the
IXL to practice multiplication facts.

However, for as many topics as you can, you should reach a “smart
score” of at least 80. Getting started is easy! Sign on to IXL using your username and password. Choose the 4™
grade tab, select a skill from the checklist on the back and start answering questions! If you answer a question
correctly, you will be given another question. If your answer is wrong you will be given an explanation of why
your answer is wrong. Once you understand it, click on “Got it” and you will be given another question. If
you encounter an assigned skill that you don’t remember, or think that you have not learned, you can view
tutorials on the topic at www.khanacademy.org, as well as other websites you find helpful.

Unless otherwise noted, the section refers to 4™ Grade. If you complete the material in your grade level before
you have spent 5 hours working, please either go back to the sections you had most difficulty with and try to
beat your previous score, OR challenge yourself by finding the corresponding skill in 5 grade and attempt
those problems!

Purpose of Summer Reading

The goal of summer reading is to establish a community of readers. Summer is a perfect time for kids who are
so busy during the school year to:

* Read and ENJOY new books
* Discover the pleasures that reading can provide
* Maintain reading skills

You should read AT LEAST two books. Kids who don’t read over the summer lose reading ability and
comprehension over the break. You don’t want that!! So think about reading a book by an author you like.

Ask friends, family, or a librarian for suggestions.

Read for enjoyment — but also pay attention to the details that make the book enjoyable. If you choose
something that you don’t like, change books and start over!

Suggested Books

Read anything you’d like this summer! You read that correctly, you get to choose the books you read! My rules
for this...

1> Be sure to choose books that interest you;

2> Be sure the book is appropriate for your age and reading level;

Summer Reading Assignment

What??? You thought there was going to be no assignment?? You are going into the fifth grade! Your
assignment is attached to this handout. It is due the first day of school. If possible, please bring the books you
chose to read for the following assignment with you the first week of school. You will use the other book for an
assignment in September in class.

Create an End of Novel “One Pager”

What is a One Pager you ask? A One Pager is a single-page response that shows your understanding of a piece
of text you have read. It is a way to respond to your reading using imagination and creativity!

The Rules

Choose one of the books you read
Read the instructions carefully for the one-pager and follow them.
Do the project on 8 2 by 11 piece of unlined paper.

Use a lot of color and patterns to illustrate your thoughts and ideas clearly and creatively. Show that you
read and thought about the book you chose.



The Steps

Include the following on the FRONT...

OJ 1. Title of the novel and author’s name
OJ 2. 5 adjectives you would use to describe the novel
OJ 3. One important quotation (A sentence or two from the novel) - Write the quotation in

quotation marks - Include the page number - Next to the quotation, explain why this is important
to the story (i.e. “This quotation shows me...”)
O 4. Answer one of the following questions:
[J a.) Write about something you found interesting, important, or surprised you. Explain
why.
[J b.) What is the theme or lesson learned from this book? How might this apply to your
life?
[J ¢.) How did your feelings or thinking change throughout the book?
O s. At least 3 drawings, symbols, and/or images that represent parts of the story - Use color,
be creative, be neat, and fill the page! This should be fun!!

Include the following on the back...(this can be typed/glued or handwritten)

1. A paragraph summary of the selection that includes details about the plot, setting,
characters, main ideas and conflicts, and the ending. Also put your name!

What Not to Do

e Don’t not (double negative = positive!) enjoy yourself. This project should be fun...and creative...and
FUN! No stress! If you have questions on the layout, try your best! Again, the goal is to enjoy it!

Still Not Sure What to Do?

e That’s ok! Go ahead and Google “One Pager Reading Response” you will see plenty of examples to get
you started.
